Dear Youth Minister,


Here is a brief summary of the forms necessary for safe and effective youth ministry in our diocese.  Note, there are separate forms and procedures for certifying adults as compliant with the diocesan Safe Environment Program.
Due to national laws and regulations, such as the Health Insurance Portability
and Accountability Act (HIPAA) youth are entitled to protected health
information (PHI).  Thus, these forms and their content must be treated as
confidential and may not be shared with anyone who does not have both the
right to know and the need to know.

1.  Consent to Participate in Youth Ministry Program.  This form is to be filled out once per school year and kept on file at the Parish.  This form must be kept in a location that is accessible in case of emergency (and kept on site with a responsible adult during all events/outings).  One form must be filled out for every member in the program.
2. Field Trip Permission Form.  This form must be filled out for each and every event that requires the minor to leave the Parish/School grounds.  This form is designed to work with the Consent to Participate form.  It is solely a release form for one particular event.  This form must be with you at all times during the event.

3. Driver Information Form.  This form must be filled out by all persons who will be transporting any minors to or from any church-related activity.  This form is good for one year and must be resubmitted for every new school year.  It is used for insurance purposes and must be kept on file after the event in case of an emergency.
4. Event Registration Form.  Used for Diocesan Events only.  This form is to be filled out and returned to the Youth and Young Adult Ministry Office prior to the registration due date.  This form is to register both youth and adult chaperones for the upcoming event.

Keep all records/forms on file for a minimum of five (5) years.
I hope this information will help you to run a safe and effective Youth Ministry Program.  Please call the office if you have any questions or need any assistance.  We are here to serve those who serve the young people of this Diocese.
